1. Instructional Givens 
a. Effective instruction has the following elements: 

i. High rates of active responding 
ii. Instruction at student’s level 
iii. Frequent feedback both positive and corrective. 
iv. Minimal opportunities to practice errors. 
v. Frequent progress monitoring.

1. How does their work impact the student’s ability to complete 
work? 

d. Is there a devise in the home for doing the work? 
e. Is there internet access?
